Other activities include Walking Tours of 

the Historic District, Cemetery Tours and the infamous Ghost Tours. In addition to day-to-day operations at the 

museum, the historical society is presently raising funds for the renovation of Car 211, a narrow gauge 

passenger and freight car which was used on the Lake City Branch of the Denver & Rio Grande Railroad in the 

1910s and 20s.Find more at www.lakecitymuseum.com.
